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To al newcomers — to those who fled religious persecution, to those who ran away from
military service and from wars, to those who longed for a more democratic society, to those
who hoped to escape unbearable poverty, America was the Promised Land. All dreamed of a
better life, and most of them succeeded in building such alife for themselves and for their
children. The first-generation immigrants had spread out pretty evenly throughout the North
and West, and had gone, in about equal numbers, into farming and industry. But because it
took money to start afarm, because the best land was gone, because there were jobs in the
cities, the newly arrived immigrants assembled in the industrial centersin the East and Middle
West.
